It is intended that the Pupil Premium received this year will be spent on:

· Additional highly focused interventions in both Literacy and Numeracy – close monitoring of effectiveness is undertaken regularly;

· Tracking of pupil progress with proven intervention strategies put in place when pupils require support;

· Additional Teaching Assistant hours to increase number of teaching groups (eg: Read, Write Inc and Literacy) and to provide booster / catch up sessions in Literacy and Numeracy;

· Purchase of specific learning support programmes and materials*;

· Enrichment Activities;

· Partnership Collaboration.

· Assistance with the cost of school trips and swimming;

· Peripatetic music lesson support;

*The school has purchased the ‘Purple Mash’ learning platform to support and engage learners both in school and at home. Use of the platform has initially been rolled out to Key Stage 2.

The school is currently running a class for 30 minutes before school begins each morning for Pupil Premium learners to develop number bonds. Feedback from parents and learners has been positive. The programme will run for 6 weeks and impact will be evaluated at the end of this time. Should this be successful then a writing programme will be explored.
