8:50am-9.00am: Handwriting Practice- Please find correct formation attached. In class we have completed all of the letters. Now we are recapping and beginning to join up letters in writing words. 
This week’s letters and words:
Letters to recap: C/c A/a D/d – line of each 
Handwriting Words: cat, can, mad, dad
9:00-9:45: English
Reread/listen to the story ‘The Koala who could’. 
Worksheet: draw an emotion graph for Kevin the Koala for the different points in the story. See example of what this could look like, there are no correct answers as this is the children’s opinion. The children are then to write a sentence for each picture on the graph explaining their choice. An example sentence could look like:
Picture 1- Kevin felt happy and safe in the tree because he was scared to come down. 
9.45am-10.30am: Phonics- The phonics work will differ for each child depending on their group. I will send a message on tapestry to each parent with the lesson your child needs to follow.
