Physical Development
Children will continue to develop their
movement and coordination. They will be
increasingly independent as they get
dressed and undressed, for example, putting
coats on and doing up zips and putting on
overalls fo access the outdoor environment.
Within PE lessons, children will develop
their balance and learn how to hop and jump
accurately.

Children will continue to develop a
comfortable grip with good control when
using pens and pencils and may begin to form
a tripod grip.

Mathematical Development
Children will continue to learn all about number 2 and learn to recognise
1 and 2 in lots of different ways. We will also look at numbers 3 and 4,
developing our ability to subitise. We will also explore simple patterns
and children will copy, continue and create their own patterns.
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Expressive Arts and Design
Children will be encouraged to draw from
their own imagination and observation and
will develop their drawing and model making.
They will be encouraged to discuss what
they have made with others and explore and
refine their colour mixing. Children will have
weekly singing and music lessons with Mrs
Milner, as well as regular opportunities to
join in with familiar nursery rhymes and
songs.

Communication and Language
Children will be encouraged to expand their vocabulary through
regular discussions about hobbies, our families, and what we like
and dislike. Through stories, children will explore unfamiliar
words and concepts and they will be encouraged to talk about
what happens in stories and give their own ideas.
We will discuss our favourite stories and rhymes and children will
be able to discuss familiar stories and begin to be able to retell
these.
