Personal, Social and Emotional Development
As the children begin to explore their environment, they will start to
form supportive relationships with the adults around them, to enable
them to learn how to understand their own feelings and those of others.
During their first term, the children will be encouraged to play alongside
other children and share and take turns. This will often be with adult
guidance, so that the children are able to understand the concept of
'yours' and 'mine’. Children will be learning the nursery routine and rules
and begin to understand how to follow rules and why they are important.
Children will be encouraged to become increasingly independent, through
finding their own peg and belongings, putting their coat on, taking their
own snack out of their bag, and taking themselves to the toilet, cleaning
themselves and washing their hands afterwards.

Physical Development
Children will be encouraged to be increasingly
independent as they put their own coats and shoes on
and open things independently, such as fruit packets and
items in their packed lunch. They will have frequent
opportunities to develop their manipulation and control,
through exploring different materials and tools. They
will begin to show a preference for a dominant hand.
Children will have access to outdoors throughout the day
and will begin to develop their movement and balance.

Mathematical Development
Children will become familiar
with counting songs and
rhymes. They will explore
colour through colour mixing
and colours within their
environment. They will be
exposed to and encouraged
to use language such as
'bigger’ and 'smaller’ to
compare objects and ‘full’
and 'empty’, when exploring
capacity through their play
in the water and sand areas.
