Mathematics
This topic provides a meaningful context for
mathematical activities which link to everyday
experiences. Using natural materials such as
flowers fruit and insects, provide
opportunities for children to sort by size,
colour and shape. Children will have the
opportunity to develop a deeper
understanding of composition of numbers to
10, addition and subtraction. Children also
will develop an awareness of time scales,
tracking changes over time, seasonal changes
to the environment, learning days of the
week, months of the year and names of the
seasons.

& Understanding the World
Children will explore and investigate, make observations and ask
questions about the natural world. They will learn about the life |
cycle of a bee and why bees are important to our world. They
will explore signs of spring and develop an understanding of
growth, decay and changes over time, including how spring gives
way to summer. They will learn about the variety of plants and
animals around them and begin to identify some similarities and
differences between them.
